€ We use the past perfect continuous as the past
equivalent of the present perfect continuous. That
is, the past perfect continuous puts emphasis on
the duration of an action which started and finished
in the past, whereas the present perfect continuous
puts emphasis on the duration of an action which
started in the past and continues up to the present.
e.g. He had been waiting for the bus for half an hour
before it came. (He isn't waiting for the bus now.)
He has been waiting for the bus for half an hour.

(He is still waiting for the bus.)

€ We use the past perfect continuous to show that the
result of an action which happened in the past for
some time was evident in the past, whereas we use
the present perfect continuous to show that the result
of an action which started in the past is evident in the
present.

e.g. She was tired. She had been working hard all day
yesterday. (We could see that she was tired. The
result was obvious in the past.)

She is tired. She has been working hard all day.
(We can see that she is tired. The result is obvious
in the present.)

The part of the new sentence which contains the linking word is called a clause of time/reason, etc. (depend-
ing on the kind of linking word used) and the rest of the sentence is the main clause.
