The OAIS Reference Model is designed as a conceptual framework in which to
discuss and compare archives. As such, it attempts to address all the major activities of
an information-preserving archive in order to define a consistent and useful set of terms
and concepts. The figure below shows the six top-level OAIS functions (blue) which
connect Producers (data providers), Consumers (data users), and Management of the
archive.

According to
NHANES data collected during 1999-2004, nearly 16 percent of sample persons (SPs)
spoke a language other than English. Of these, approximately 96 percent spoke Spanish
and the remaining 4 percent spoke an array of other non-English languages. The major
difference between the two terms is that an interpreter relays a message orally,

whereas a translator works with the written word. Consequently interpreters and
translators develop different skill sets. Interpreters must have the capacity to work “on
the spot” and convey spoken words from one language to another, in both directions.

The NISO Institutional Identifier (12) Working Group was established to create a
standard for an identifier that would support more efficient workflows for the
information supply chain by enabling all parties such as libraries, subscription agents,
and publishersto use the same identifier for the same institution. During their
investigation, the Working Group determined that the new International Standard Name
Identifier (ISNI) could be leveraged to meet the infrastructure needs of 12, while the
needs analysis and metadata development performed by the NISO 12 working group
could expand the ISNI’s ability to serve institutions. This synchronicity laid the
groundwork for a fruitful collaboration that is described in this article.

(NISO). Work on the NISO standard began in late 2009, and the Journal Article Tag
Suite was released as a Draft Standard for Trial Use as NISO Z39.96 in March 2011.

In the late 1980s, traditional standards development organisations (SDOs) were
moving toward creating anticipatory standards as a way of coping with the fast growth



in new technology in the computing industry. The development of anticipatory
standards (standards developed ahead of the technology) was seen as a possible way for
the formal standards bodies to keep abreast of these rapid changes. By creating
standards ahead of the technology, the standards would act as 'change agents' and guide
the market. Anticipatory standards were seen as one way of addressing the problem of
arriving at suboptimal de facto standards. If the industry can be guided before the
technology develops, this will encourage the use of optimal products. This paper
considers the diffusion pattern of the ISO/IEC Information Resource Dictionary System

In 1969, IFLA's Committee on Cataloguing sponsored the International Meeting
of Cataloguing Experts which produced a resolution calling for establishment of
standards to regularize the form and content of bibliographic descriptions.
Subsequently, the Section on Cataloguing put into motion work which ultimately
provided the means for a considerable increase in the sharing and exchange of



bibliographic data. This work resulted in the concept of the International Standard
Bibliographic Description (ISBD), which has now endured for nearly 30 years and has
proved to be IFLA's most successful effort at promoting the cause of cataloging
standardization. Indeed, one might argue that in the history of cataloguing no other
standard has enjoyed such a high degree of acceptance as that accorded to the ISBD
concept, which is now nearly universally applied. Published in 1971, the International
Standard Bibliographic Description for Monographic Publications (ISBD(M)) was the
first of the ISBDs. There followed development of ISBDs for Serials, Non-book
material, Cartographic materials, Rare books, Printed Music, and, most recently
Electronic resources For article level publications, Guidelines for the Publication of the
ISBDs to the description of component parts was issued. To insure that all these
separate publications are harmonious in their treatment of data elements and prescribed
punctuation, the Section collaborated with the authors of AACR?2 to prepare the
ISBD(General), which has provided a frame-work to which all ISBDs have conformed.

The rules have been translated into numerous languages and used in
European, Middle Eastern, and Latin American countries. Cataloging committees and
individual libraries in Europe and South Africa have expressed strong interest in
adopting, adapting, or aligning with AACR2. PCC is one of the most successful
cooperative cataloging efforts and has a considerable international component, which
encourages the use of AACR, LCSH, and MARC. AACR2 is successful on an
international level because it is based in internationally developed standards, including
ISBDs and the Paris Principles. ISBDs and the Functional requirements for
Bibliographic Records are examples of the contributions that IFLA has made to the
internationalization of cataloging. IFLA sponsored the international conference that
resulted in the Paris Principles as well as subsequent projects to craft international
policy in relation to uniform headings for persons, corporate bodies, and titles.

Standardization is a poorly understood discipline in practice. While there are
excellent studies of standardization as an economic phenomenon, or as technical a
phenomenon, or as a policy initiative, most of these are ex post facto and written from a
dispassionate academic view. They are of little help to practitioners who actually are
using and creating standards. The person actually creating the standards is working in
an area of imperfect knowledge, high economic incentives, changing relationships, and
often, short-range planning. The ostensible failure of a standard has to be examined not
so much from the focus of whether the standard or specification was written or even
implemented (the usual metric), but rather from the viewpoint of whether the
participants achieved their goals from their participation in the standardization process.
To achieve this, various examples are used to illustrate how expectations from a
standardization process may vary, so that what is perceived as a market failure may very
well be a signal success for some of the participants. The paper is experientially, not
empirically based, and relies on my observations as an empowered, embedded, and
occasionally neutral observer in the Information Technology standardization arena.
Because of my background, the paper does have a focus on computing standards, rather
than publishing standards. However, from what | have observed, the lessons learned
apply equally to all standardization activities, from heavy machinery to quality to
publishing. Standards names may vary; human nature doesn’t.

The unification method involves five stages: collection of the gene term, using
the resources provided by the Entrez Gene database; encoding of gene-naming terms in
a table or binary matrix; design of a parametrized finite-state graph (P-FSG); automatic
generation of a dictionary; and matching based on dictionary look-up to transform the
gene mentions into the corresponding unified form. Findings — The findings show that
the approach yields a high percentage of recall. Precision is only moderately high,
basically due to ambiguity problems between gene-naming terms and words and
abbreviations in general English. Research limitations/implications — The major
limitation of this study is that biomedical abstracts were analyzed instead of full-text
documents. The number of under-normalization and over-normalization errors is
reduced considerably by limiting the realm of application to biomedical abstracts in a
well-defined domain. Practical implications — The system can be used for practical tasks
in biomedical literature mining. Normalized gene terms can be used as input to
literature-based gene clustering algorithms, for identifying hidden gene-to-disease,
gene-to-gene and gene-to-literature relationships. Originality/value — Few systems for
gene term variation handling have been developed to date. The technique described
performs gene name normalization by dictionary look-up.

patrons costs; visits to the library per capita; cost per visit to the library; speed of
services of document obtaining; volume of loans; loans per capita. In some cases it was
necessary to extract representative samples, obtained randomly so as not to bias the
results. All these calculations were performed using the annual accounting information
and statistical data obtained as common tasks of libraries. Results: A table was
elaborated synthesizing the main results obtained for the 6 selected indicators was
elaborated. Conclusions: It is very complicated to apply the same criteria measurement
in the different libraries because we do not collect the same data or in the same way, and
we do not have accurate and homogeneous measurement systems. The criteria and
methodology for data collection has to be unifyed to obtain valid and comparable
indicators. These data and these indicators are not really representative of our work.
Discussion: can UNE 50137 standard apply for hospital libraries? Do the indicators
really measure performance in the field of hospital libraries? To what extent are these
data useful?

India is a country rich in diversity in languages, cultures, customs and religions.
Records of this complete culture, secret manuscripts and related documents of the
respective religions, and 3,000 years of Indian history are available in their respective
languages in different museums and libraries across the country. When the automation
of libraries started in India, immediately the issue of localization of library and museum
databases emerged. The issue became even more apparent with the advent of digital
libraries and interoperability. At the start of automation, in the absence of proper
standards, professionals tried to romanize documents as computers used to accept only
binary digits of roman script to represent the English language. Later, the development
of a new technology, ISCII, which is an extended form of the ASCII values from 126 to
255, helped library professionals in either developing the bilingual bibliographic
databases or bilingual text files on DOS or Unix based applications. Gradually the font
for Windows-based applications was developed for creating Web sites or document
files. But now, with the requirement of different languages in the world including
Indian, there is a forum available called 'Unicode, Inc.' which provides a solution to the
localization problem of the world's languages. In this paper, Unicode as a multilingual
standard is explained and the related technology available for localizing the Indian
language materials is discussed.

The poor degree of compliance with
standards by Spanish biomedical journals can be explained in part by the lack of
familiarity with standards on the part of authors, editors and publishers, and in part by
the fact that these three actors in the publication process are rarely involved in the
creation and development of standards. To improve compliance, | propose changes in
the policies on how standards are disseminated and how proposals for new standards or
revisions of existing ones can be made, and suggest changes in some parts of ISO
standards 8: 1977 and 215: 1986.

In this article, we theoretically analyze the properties of
similarity measures for cooccurrence data, focusing in particular on four well-known
measures: the association strength, the cosine, the inclusion index, and the Jaccard
index.

The discussions on the future of cataloging has received increased attention in
the last ten years, mainly due to the impact of rapid development of information and
communication technologies in the same period, which has provided access to the Web
anytime, anywhere. These discussions revolve around the need for a new bibliographic
framework to meet the demand of this new reality in the digital environment, ie how
libraries can process, store, deliver, share and integrate their collections (physical,
digital or scanned), in current post-PC era? Faced with this question, Open Access,
Open Source and Open Standards are three concepts that need to receive greater
attention in the field of Library and Information Science, as it is believed to be
fundamental elements for the change of paradigm of descriptive representation,
currently based conceptually on physical item rather than intellectual work. This paper
aims to raise and discuss such issues and instigate information professionals, especially
librarians, to think, discuss and propose initiatives for such problems, contributing and
sharing ideas and possible solutions, in multidisciplinary teams. At the end is suggested
the effective creation of multidisciplinary and interinstitutional study groups on the
future of cataloging and its impact on national collections, in order to contribute to the
area of descriptive representation in national and international level.

In 1994 the third version of the UNESCO Public Library Manifesto was
published, the drafting having been done by the IFLA Section of Public Libraries. This
has now been translated into over twenty languages and has become an influential
document in public library development. The Manifesto is an important statement of
principles but there was a demand for a more detailed document with recommendations
on guidelines and standards for public libraries. IFLA has produced two previous
versions, now both out-of-date and out of print. The first called 'Standards for Public
Libraries’ was published in 1973 and re-issued with slight revisions in 1977. In 1986
‘Guidelines for Public Libraries' was published. As the titles indicate the drafting
committees differed in their approach. The 1973 version was based on the view that
uniform standards could be recommended, the variable factor being the pace at which
the standards could be attained. In contrast the group drafting the 1986 Guidelines
stated that, as needs and resources were so varied, common standards were not possible.
Instead they offered advice which they thought was of general application.

The
impact of electronic journals on ILL and DS services is scrutinised and proven to be a
significant factor. The bibliographic searching behaviour of university researchers is
investigated by means of a short questionnaire, and the results of the survey are
evaluated. The recent rise in the number of postgraduate students in UK universities is
confirmed. The topics of library budgets and the impact of end-user services are also
examined. The article concludes that it is the increase in the number of electronic
journal subscriptions that has had the most significant impact on the recent decrease in
demand for ILL and DS services in UK academic libraries.

Purpose — The goal of this paper is to propose a data access control framework
that is used for editing MARC-based bibliographic databases. In cases where the
bibliographic record editing activities carried out in libraries are complex and involve
many people with different skills and expertise, a way of managing the workflow and
data quality is needed. Enforcing access control can contribute to these goals.
Design/methodology/approach — The proposed solution for data access control
enforcement is based on the well-studied standard role-based access control (RBAC)
model. The bibliographic data, for the purpose of this system, is represented using the
XML language. The software architecture of the access control system is modelled
using the Unified Modelling Language (UML). Findings — The access control
framework presented in this paper represents a successful application of concepts of
role-based access control to bibliographic databases. The use of XML language for
bibliographic data representation provides the means to integrate this solution into many
different library information systems, facilitates data exchange and simplifies the
software implementation because of the abundance of available XML tools. The
solution presented is not dependent on any particular XML schema for bibliographic
records and may be used in different library environments. Its flexibility stems from the
fact that access control rules can be defined at different levels of granularity and for



different XML schemas. Research limitations/implications — This access control
framework is designed to handle XML documents. Library systems that utilise
bibliographic databases in other formats not easily convertible to XML would hardly
integrate the framework into their environment. Practical implications — The use of an
access control enforcement framework in a bibliographic database can significantly
improve the quality of data in organisations where record editing is performed by a
large number of people with different skills. The examples of access control
enforcement presented in this paper are extracted from the actual workflow for editing
bibliographic records in the Belgrade City Library, the largest public city library in
Serbia. The software implementation of the proposed framework and its integration in
the BISIS library information system prove the practical usability of the framework.
BISIS is currently deployed in over 40 university, public, and specialized libraries in
Serbia. Originality/value — A proposal for enforcing access control in bibliographic
databases is given, and a software implementation and its integration in a library
information system are presented. The proposed framework can be used in library
information systems that use MARC-based cataloguing.

The aim of this
paper is to show how translation norms concerning homoeroticism were shaped in the
translation of classical literature in Slovenia in the twentieth century. Translation norms
are shaped in a certain period of time and in a certain environment among translators
and others involved in translation according to social and cultural circumstances,
expectations, and adaptations of topics to these expectations, in which the translation
contrasts the initial norms with the norms of the target culture. At the same time, the
linguistic norms of the standard language are created as a result of speakers' continuous
adaptation to a social and cultural environment, as a result of adapting to the current
social ideal. It is assumed that translations contributed to creating a model of
heteronormativity, which continues to characterize the Slovenian community today
because of the limited number of new translations of classical works of literature. The
paper concludes with a brief analysis of evidence of homosexuality in Slovenian
translations of Shakespeare's The Merchant of Venice.

As support for the OAI-PMH
matures so repositories are providing more robust mechanisms to access their content
through OAL, e.g. community standards for using Dublin Core, support for METS or
DIDL. Based on this, we have developed an exemplar File Format Profiling tool in the
Registry of Open Access Repositories (ROAR), utilizing OAI and PRONOM DROID.

One interesting type, | term, is
compound chiasmus. It consists in the embedding of a chiasmic phrase within another
chiasmic forming the pattern AB CD DC BA. The translation of chiasmic constructions



embraces a number of strategies, including lexicalisation and translation by
variation.The findings suggest that patterns of repetition are generally shifted in the
English translations and various translation strategies are applied. As a result, textual
and rhetorical functions of these devices are occasionally compromised by translators
and norms of acceptability are opted for.

In the first phase of the NISO Alternative Assessment Metrics Project (July
2013 through June 2014), three in-person meetings were held and 30 in-person
interviews conducted. The goal was to collect input from all relevant stakeholder
groups, summarize the discussion in this white paper, and identify potential action items
for further work in Phase 11 of the project. Because of the open format used in the
meetings and interviews, we were able to collect a broad range of input that touched on
many aspects of metrics and assessment, which also includes input not directly related
to standards or best practices. Overall there were very lively discussions with much
consensus as to the areas that need further work and very little controversial discussion.
These observations are a good indication that an evolving community cares about this
topic and that we can expect productive work going forward. Overall, a total of 25
action items in 9 categories were identified, listed below and again within each
category.

Library and Information Science takes a user-centered approach to research and
practice, and helping users is the highest principle in ethics statements, such as the
American Library Association's code of ethics. The cataloging field, however, generally

The UK ICT Strategy published on 30 March 2011 committed the Government
to create a common and secure IT infrastructure based on open standards. From 9
February to 4 June 2012, the Government consulted on options for mandating open
standards for software interoperability and data and document formats. This review of
evidence reported in the literature on open standards concludes that adoption of an open
standards policy to encourage interoperability and more competition in the procurement
process is likely to be advantageous. Advantages include potential cost savings as well
as social benefits such as allowing greater access to and transparency of information.
There remain areas requiring careful consideration, particularly in the manner of
implementation of the policy, for example whether to adopt FRAND (Fair Reasonable
and Non-Discriminatory)2 or to prefer RF (Royalty Free)3 licensing terms. The
literature calls into question the rationale for software patents and therefore the
argument that FRAND is necessary to incentivise innovation. The decision to include
FRAND could be justified on the ground that it gives the greatest range of options, but
it may also reduce choice and competition when the main potential competitor is open
source software because of incompatibility between patents and some open source
licence terms. It is not clear that alevel playing field exists between proprietary and
open source software. If FRAND is accepted, policies to ensure competition from open



source suppliers, including pilot projects and dissemination of information to encourage
uptake of open source software by government agencies may be needed.

The impact of digital information environments has been remarkably universal,
extending to industry, government, and the academy; to businesspersons, scientists,
engineers, and scholars of the humanities; to the individual in the workplace and the
individual in the home. Vast quantities of information in digital form — text, images,
audio, video, Web pages, computer programs, databases — are produced, exchanged, and
used in a variety of settings, for myriad purposes. These diverse applications of digital
technology rest on a common foundation of shared benefits, including powerful search
and retrieval capabilities, network delivery, perfect duplication, and interoperability.
Just as the benefits of digital information environments transcend people, systems, and
domains, so do the challenges which accompany them.

Swedish libraries used to create their own
approaches to subject access - if at all. With the help of IFLA’s principles, LCSH and
Rameau, a Swedish Subject Heading Language has been created. It was developed in
close contact with the National Bibliographic Agency. It has been applied since 2002
and is used by most libraries attached to the Swedish union catalogue LIBRIS. This
paper will examine our experiences with regard to both initiating a new system based on
internationally accepted rules as well as taking into account the particular circumstances
associated with a small country with its own history and experiences. In many ways
Sweden has regarded itself as unique in terms of cataloguing and subject access. For
instance, Sweden has a classification system of its own. But concerning subject access
we are today part of a global context. Our presentation will show how contacts within
the IFLA community have been used to bring about a system where the sharing of
intellectual efforts benefits the user and how the venture has been accepted by other
libraries.

The debate about which similarity measure one should use for the normalization
in the case of Author Co-citation Analysis (ACA) is further complicated when one
distinguishes between the symmetrical co-citationtor, more generally, co-
occurrenceumatrix and the underlying asymmetrical citationuoccurrencetmatrix. In the
Web environment, the approach of retrieving original citation data is often not feasible.
In that case, one should use the Jaccard index, but preferentially after adding the number
of total citations (i.e., occurrences) on the main diagonal. Unlike Salton's cosine and the
Pearson correlation, the Jaccard index abstracts from the shape of the distributions and
focuses only on the intersection and the sum of the two sets. Since the correlations in
the co-occurrence matrix may be spurious, this property of the Jaccard index can be
considered as an advantage in this case.

Tagging has become a standard way of organizing information on the Web,
particularly in folksonomies — data repositories freely created by communities of users.
A few tags attached to each resource create a bridge between heterogeneous data and
users accustomed to keyword-based search and browsing. To establish this connection,
tagging requires users to manually define tags for each resource they enter to the
system. This potentially time-consuming step can be eased by tag recommender
systems, which propose terms that users may choose to use as tags. This paper suggests
and evaluates potential sources of recommended tags, focusing on folksonomies
oriented towards individual users. These suggestions are used to propose a three-step
tag recommendation system. Basic tags are extracted from the resource title. In the next
step, the set of potential recommendations is extended by related tags proposed by a
lexicon based on co-occurrences of tags within resource’s posts. Finally, tags are
filtered by the user’s personomy — a set of tags previously used by the user.

In response to Dodd-Frank, a series of rules relating
to swaps record keeping have been issued, and one such rule calls for the creation of a
financial products classification system. The manner in which financial products are
classified will have a profound effect on data integration and analysis in the financial
industry. This article considers various approaches that can be taken when classifying
financial products and recommends the use of facet analysis. The article argues that this
type of analysis is flexible enough to accommodate multiple viewpoints and rigorous
enough to facilitate inferences that are based on the hierarchical structure. Various use
cases are examined that pertain to the organization of financial products. The use cases
confirm the practical utility of taxonomies that are designed according to faceted
principles.

In many institutions, each collection has been processed as if it were a unique
entity. Or collections are described with biographical or historical notes and folder lists,
without including a description of the hierarchical arrangement of the records. Or
depending on the contents of a collection, series may have names that vary only slightly
or are arranged differently. This subjective arrangement and description is hard on the
staff, hard on the researchers, and hard to input electronically. People and computers
both like consistency. Standards are good. It is the role of the archivist to first determine
the level of description for a collection of architectural records. This might be based on
the size and scope of the archives or the size and scope of a collection. Once this has
been determined, the architectural records should be described using a standard
hierarchical structure and standard terminology. This presentation will describe different
levels of description available for architectural records and demonstrate a standard
method developed for use at different levels. The speaker will also illustrate how
standard description played a key role in establishing a formal archival program for the
College of Environmental Design at the University of California, Berkeley.

In January 1999, the Program for Cooperative Cataloging approved the core
bibliographic standard, for rare books, called the DCRB Core standard. Like the other
core standards, the DCRB Core provides the framework within which catalogers can
create bibliographic records that are less than full, but are as reliable as full-level
records in description and authorized headings. In the three years since its approval,
there is little evidence that the standard has been widely used. This study reports the
results of a survey sent to forty-three participants who indicated in a preliminary query
that they do use the DCRB Core or that they have made the decision not to use it. In the
thirty-seven surveys that were returned, only about 16% of the respondents said they
have used the standard to create bibliographic records for their rave books. The libraries
that do not use the core standard, find it inferior or lacking in a nu tuber of ways.
Several of those libraries, however are planning to use the standard, in the future or are
seriously planning to investigate using it. Such intent may indicate that the time is
approaching when more libraries will find reasons to implement the standard. One
impetus may come from, the findings of a recent survey of the special collections



departments of member libraries of the Association of Research Libraries that
emphasize the size of the backlogs in those departments. If faster accessibility to
specific portions of the backlogs would benefit users more than having full-level
cataloging, application of the DCRB Core standard could facilitate reducing those
backlogs.

The Core Standard for Rare Books, known as the DCRB Core standard, was
approved by the Program for Cooperative Cataloging for use beginning in January
1999. Comparable to the core standards for other types of materials, the DCRB Core
standard provides requirements for an intermediate level of bibliographic description for
the cataloging of rare books. While the Core Standard for Books seems to have found a
place in general cataloging practice, the DCRB Core standard appears to have met with
resistance among rare book cataloging practitioners. This study investigates the extent
to which such resistance exists by examining all of the DCRB Core records in the
OCLC Online Union Catalog (WorldCat) and the Research Libraries Group Union
Catalog (RLIN) databases that were created during the standard's first five years. The
study analyzes the content of the records for adherence to the standard and investigates
the ways in which the flexibility of the standard and cataloger's judgment augmented
many records with more than the mandatory elements of description and access.

The primary group contains
four entities: work, expression, manifestation, and item. The second group includes
entities responsible for the intellectual or artistic content, production, or ownership of
entities in the first group. The third group includes entities that represent concepts,
objects, events, and places. In the study we identified the attributes associated with each
entity and the relationships that are most important to users. The attributes and
relationships were mapped to the functional requirements for bibliographic records that
were defined in terms of four user tasks: to find, identify, select, and obtain. Basic
requirements for national bibliographic records were recommended based on the entity
analysis. The recommendations of the study are compared with two standards, AACR
and the Dublin Core, to place them into pragmatic context. The results of the study are
being used in the review of the complete set of ISBDs as the initial benchmark in
determining data elements for each format.

Durante la segunda mitad del siglo veinte, las bibliotecas mexicanas empezaron
a compilar sus listas de encabezamientos de materia basadas en traducciones de la Lista
de Encabezamientos de Materia de la Biblioteca del Congreso de los Estados Unidos

Additionally, the General Direction for
Libraries of the National Autonomous of Mexico, that carry out centralized catalogin
for more than one hundred of branch libraries, has done translations of LCSH terms and
at the present has compiled a file that includes 98 000 Spanish-English terms.

Changes were made to CAN/MARC that eliminated many of
the differences between CAN/MARC and the other two formats (USMARC and
UKMARC). In addition, changes in USMARC that aligned USMARC and
CAN/MARC were approved in 1997. The nature of the differences between UKMARC
and CAN/MARC has necessitated a different process of harmonization. The differences
between these two formats are many in extent, details, and approach to some
requirements. Although total harmoniazation of USMARC-CAN/MARC with
UKMARC is not feasible at this time, the British Library's program to add USMARC-
CAN/MARC fields to UKMARC has increased the congruency of these formats. The
National Library of Canada and the Library of Congress have begun to work on joint
aintenance procedures and plan to have joint documentation.

The aim of this paper is to study the development and evolution of secondary
school libraries into Media Resource Libraries (MRLS) in Singapore after the Second



World War and the rationale to have mandatory school library standards. It is an
historical survey analysing published data about the linkages of libraries and
librarianship, school library standards, education and school reforms in Singapore. It
analyses historical and current documents on the roles played by stakeholders like the
Library Association of Singapore (LAS) and the Ministry of Education (MOE) in the
introduction and development of school library standards. The need for school libraries
standards was first discussed when the Malayan Library Group (MLG) organised the
first course on librarianship for school teachers in 1955, but, with no follow through.
The need for school libraries standards was also mentioned by the LAS in 1962 in a
memorandum to the Commission of Enquiry into Education to train teacher librarians
and adopt school library standards. However, this was left out in the final report of the
Commission published in 1964. The need for school library standards was discussed in
a school library seminar for 150 teacher librarians in 1970. The first Recommended
Minimum Standards for Secondary School Libraries was published two years later by
the Standing Committee on Libraries set up by the MOE, but it was not mandatory for
schools to adopt the standards. In 1997 the MOE launched its “Thinking School
Learning Nation” vision to teach thinking skills. Students were expected to do
multidisciplinary project work and be independent users of information. The MOE
began to convert school libraries into Media Resource Libraries (MRLS) with print and
non-print materials. However, a survey conducted in 2001 on the roles and
competencies of 112 Library Coordinators (LCs) or teacher librarians revealed that they
lack the skills and knowledge to manage MRLs effectively. This is because subsequent
school library standards published in 1983 and 2002 did not require trained and full-
time teacher librarians to manage the MRLs. Furthermore, it is essential for the
standards to be periodically updated with regards to professional staff, collection
development, facilities, Information and Communications Technology (ICT)
infrastructure and school library programs. Otherwise, MRLs risk being “hollow shells
still considered on the periphery of core educational requirements, and are run by
teachers not professionally prepared to do the work” (Hart, 2001, p. 25). The national
standards published in the United States from 1918 to 2008 are well researched and
provide substantive guidelines to develop school libraries. Therefore, it is essential for
the MOE to formulate MRL standards by doing comparative studies of school library
standards in other countries. These standards have to be mandatory and fully adopted by
the schools. It provides opportunities for stakeholders like the LAS, National Library
Board (NLB), the National Institute of Education (NIE), and the Singapore Teachers’
Union, to collaborate in the formulation of these standards and take collective
ownership to implement them.

This
was the era when many library outreach programs started with available federal and
grant money. In 1987, the guidelines were revised and expanded, describing in greater
detail how and what should be involved in strong programs for service to seniors.

With over 60,000 US K-12 science and mathematics education standards and a
rapid proliferation of Web-enabled curriculum, retrieving curriculum that aligns with
the standards to which teachers must teach is a key objective for educational digital
libraries. However, previous studies of such alignment use single-dimensional and
binary measures of the alignment concept. As a consequence, they suffer from low
inter-rater reliability (IRR), with experts agreeing about alignments only some 20-40%
of the time.

The author spent six months in Bhutan in 2010 at the request of the Royal
University of Bhutan (RUB). Her brief was to advise how to improve the standard of
the libraries of the ten constituent RUB colleges, particularly relating to library services
for users. The original study investigated the current state of RUB academic libraries.
Once this state was identified and evaluated, it was necessary to decide what should,
and realistically could, be done to improve the constituent libraries and align them more
closely to western academic libraries. Very little has been written or published about
academic libraries in Bhutan. The main method utilised was situational analysis,
involving the design of a rubric for identifying common factors of libraries, followed by
time spent working in each library to gather information. In most libraries, this
consisted of at least a week spent working with staff and assessing the library.
Observation was used and recorded photographically. Also, library staff was
interviewed informally, as was staff in the Office of the Vice Chancellor (OVC) of the
RUB. At the conclusion of each library visit, a brief report making specific
recommendations pertaining to that library was presented to the library staff member in
charge; both to provide feedback prior to the final report, and to give library staff
documentation to pass on to the campus Director and Dean of Academic Affairs who
facilitated the visit. In addition to the brief memoranda provided to each library, a final
report was presented to the OVC in a workshop setting with opportunities for
stakeholders to ask questions. A more detailed report with supporting appendices was
also provided to the OVC. Seven main recommendations were contained in the report
with the seventh recommendation having several sub-sections relating to a number of
staffing issues. This paper introduces readers to an area of academic librarianship about
which little has been written or known outside of Bhutan. The descriptive analysis of
Bhutanese academic libraries in 2010 will provide comparative data for other
developing countries.

Purpose — Across the Caribbean Sea, the regional International Standard Book
Number (ISBN) agency headquartered at the Documentation Centre at the Caribbean
Community (CARICOM) Secretariat in Georgetown, Guyana manages the distribution
of ISBNs in the Caribbean Area. The purpose of this paper is to look at the role of the
Documentation Centre and the benefits of the regional ISBN agency in managing the
group code, 976, to the Caribbean region. This paper will illustrate book publishing
challenges in the region, explain the use of ISBNs, describe the role of the regional
agency in administering ISBNs in the region and as such, note the benefits of this role in
making Caribbean information internationally accessible.
Design/methodology/approach — The paper takes a detailed look at the purpose of the
ISBN number and the role of the Documentation Centre at CARICOM in serving the
needs of members of the book-publishing industry of the Caribbean through a view of
the work of the Documentation Centre and a review of the literature. Findings — The
paper enumerates the benefits of having a regional ISBN agency in the Caribbean area
at a library thereby improving access to Caribbean titles by decision makers; the paper
illustrates that the regional ISBN agency at CARICOM is ensuring that ISBN
publishing standards are adhered to in the region thereby speaking an international
language that facilitates information sharing via standardized book numbering. Practical
implications — The paper reports on the role of the Documentation Centre in managing
ISBNs in the Caribbean region, and as such should be of interest to the ISBN
community both locally and internationally. Originality/value — The work of the
Documentation Centre has not been publicised within the region or even internationally,
this research paper provides an opportunity to highlight this service.

The term 'expression’ is defined as 'the intellectual or artistic realization of a work in the
form of alpha-numeric, musical, or choreographic notation, etc.' In this paper, the model
by the IFLA Study Group on Functional Requirements for Bibliographic Records
(FRBR) is first re-examined and at the same time the outline of a new model giving
primacy to expression-level entity is illustrated by indicating differences from the
FRBR model. Second, by applying the concept 'user tasks,' found in the FRBR model,
to the new model outlined in this paper, a scenario on how entities are used by users is
created. Third, some examples of bibliographic record equivalents in line with the new
model are shown.

use in the central libraries of the I1Ts are thoroughly studied by logging into the



respective systems. Findings — The paper finds that five 11Ts are using LibSys and two
use Virtua and Troodon for their LMS. Virtua covers most of the functional attributes
that comply with the international standards, LibSys has tried to incorporate the core
functionality of serials control although the compliance of standards is limited, but
Troodon is lagging behind. Originality/value — The recommended attributes of the
automated serials control system will definitely act as guidelines for the libraries of the
I1Ts to upgrade their existing systems and the developers of the respective library
management system software will also take the necessary initiative to make their system
fool-proof by resolving the identified drawbacks.

Findings — In order to
achieve consistency in the description of learning resources in a repository through
quality educational metadata, a standardized process for metadata creators is essential.
The reference framework of the ISO/IEC 19796-1 standard provides a flexible approach
that allows the optimization of the metadata creation process while assuring quality of
the descriptive information. Practical implications — The paper proposes a standardized
process for the creation of learning object metadata based on the ISO/IEC 19796-1
standard, and makes suggestions on how to use the reference framework when adapting
a quality model for educational metadata. Originality/value — ISO/IEC 19796-1 is a very
recent standard with a flexible reference framework to develop a quality model in
education and training. It provides a novel approach for organizations maintaining
learning repositories that are interested in standardizing the educational metadata
creation process, especially when multiple stakeholders are involved.

Providing patrons
with access to these materials has become much easier with the incorporation of
Unicode into library systems and software. This article describes what needs to be in
place on personal computers and in the library system in order to take advantage of
Unicode as well as providing some guidelines to troubleshoot problems when they
occur.

No single encoding could contain
enough characters: for example, the European Union alone requires several different
encodings to cover all its languages.

It started
with a qualitative analysis of the bibliographic sources part of the heritage assets of the
Cervantes Collection. Rules to be applied were evaluated and the technical process to
follow when entering the sources into the database was defined, as well as the creation
of an Online Public Access Catalog (OPAC). As a result, 172 bibliographic records
were generated containing information on the different manifestations that comprise the
work Don Quijote de La Mancha (Don Quixote of La Mancha) and thus showing the
importance of this procedure to facilitate research and dissemination of the Cervantes
Collection.

‘National Libraries Project on CD-ROM’ in 1993 was the first example of guidelines
for ENB. While partly outdated now due to development of computer hardware and
software, they could still serve as a good starting point for new guidelines which are
needed both for development of existing ENB and planning of new ones. The need for
and areas of new guidelines for ENB are discussed.
