shall. They do not take an -s, -ing, or -ed suffix. They cannot be used in all the tenses, for example the
modal verb must only appears in the present simple. Modal verbs are always followed by the root form

of another verb.

e.g. He can play basketball. (NOT: He can piayS basketball.)
